NABU'S JURISDICTION

Article 16

Duties of
the National Bureau

1. The National Bureau:

1) takes the operational and detective measures aimed at
preventing, detecting, deterring andinvestigating criminal
offenses assumed by the law to its investigative jurisdiction and
in operational-detective cases requested from other law enforce-
ment authorities;

2) conducts pre-trial investigation of criminal offenses referred
by law to its investigative jurisdiction; assumed by the law to its
investigative jurisdiction, and conduct pre-trial investigation of
other criminal offenses in cases stipulated by laws.

The NABU Detectives conduct pre-trial investigations into
allegations of criminal corruption offences under the corre-
sponding articles of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, if crimes
are committed by high level officials or if the value of a crime
exceeds the living wage for employable persons established
by law at the time of the crime by 500 times or more.

The Detectives conduct pre-trial investigations into allegations of
criminal corruption offences under the corresponding articles of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine (if high level officials are being investigated).

Article191 “Misappropriation, embezzlement, or conversion of property by abuse
of official post”.

Corruption scheme

In 2004 and 2007 the Public Joint-Stock Company (PJSC) “Ukrgasvydobuvan-
nia” signed cooperation agreements with private entities. In 2015, the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine initiated an increase from 20% to 70% of the rent that
private companies had to pay to the state budget for the use of subsoil. The
reluctance of companies to pay more rent and receive lower profits led to the
organization of a corruption scheme. Since the gas produced by the PJSC
“Ukrgasvydobuvannia” was selling on trading exchanges, the involved persons
made gas sale to predetermined companies at close to their cost price. After
that, “winners of auctions” sold gas to the entities of the real sector of the econ-
omy at market prices. The difference in the prices of the sold gas was trans-
ferred to the accounts of companies with signs of fictitiousness and converted
into cash. During the scheme — in 2014-2015 — over 1 bln cubic meters of
natural gas was sold. The investigation revealed that with the participation of
the Head of the State Fiscal Service of Ukraine, the companies participating in
the agreements with the PJSC “Ukrgasvydobuvannia” during 2015-2016
received deferred rent provision for payment, which they did not pay.”

INVESTIGATION OF THE FUNDS EMBEZZLEMENT OF
THE SE “EMPP” AND THE SE NNEGC “ENERGOATOM”

Corruption scheme

At the SE “EMPP”: In 2013, the SE “EMPP" held a tender for the purchase of 3,000
tons of uranium in the form of uranium concentrate for the total amount of over USD
414 mln in 2014-2018. The Austrian company “Steuermann” has won the tender,
which, according to the Detectives, is controlled by the ex-MP, former Head of the
Verkhovna Rada Committee on Fuel and Energy Complex. The investigation
revealed that during 2014-2016, the company delivered 600 tons of raw materials at
prices 30% higher than the average market prices, as a result the SE “EMPP”
overpaid USD 17.29 mln. The funds received from the state enterprise were trans-
ferred by “Steuermann” to the accounts of the British company with the actual
address in Moscow (the Russian Federation), offshore companies controlled by the
ex-Deputy Director General of the SE “EMPP”etc.

At the SE NNEGC “Energoatom”: in 2008-2012, based on the results of the tender,
the SE NNEGC “Energoatom” purchased from the Czech company “Skoda JS”, the
real owner of which was the JSC “United Machine-Building Plants” (the Russian
Federation], the equipment at prices overestimated by 15-20%. The investigation
revealed that they agreed upon the trade markup at the stage of price quotation
submission, which amounted to EUR 6.4 mln. Upon receipt of the money from the
SE NNEGC “Energoatom” “Skoda JS” transferred them under the guise of payment
for consulting service to the accounts of Panama company “Bradcrest Investment
S.A”, the owner of which was the abovementioned ex-MP.

PUBLIC FUNDS EMBEZZLEMENT OF THE STATE ENTERPRISE
“UKRAINIAN SEA PORTS AUTHORITY"

Corruption scheme

In 2015-2016, the SE “Ukrainian Sea Ports Authority” announced public
procurement of dredging services for approach channels and water areas of the
Berdyansk and Mariupol seaports. There were only two participants in each
bidding process: in first — the LLC “Tekhmorhidrostroy Mykolayiv” and the LLC
“Irida”, in second — the LLC “Tekhmorhidrostroy Mykolayiv” and the LLC
“Inflot-Danubius Agency. The investigation revealed that winning of the LLC
“Tekhmorhidrostroy Mykolayiv” was predetermined, and its representatives
participated in the preparation of competitive bidding proposals for other
participants. The cost of purchasing “USPA” significantly exceeded the actual
rates at that time for the lease of ships, therefore, involved in the corrupt
scheme individuals built a chain of intermediary companies. Every day the SE
“USPA” unreasonably overpaid only for the lease of each vessel from USD 9
thousand to 19.5 thousand. It was also overpaid for their mobilization.

According to forensic and economic examinations due to the overestimation of
the cost of leasing and mobilization of vessels the SE “USPA” overpaid for
dredging services UAH 231.3 mln. In addition, the cost of dredging services for
approach channels and the water area of Mariupol seaport was increase due
to the improper fulfillment of the agreement between the SE “USPA” and the
LLC “Tekhmorhidrostroy Mykolayiv® (the contractor did not provide the
services by three vessels) and the conclusion of additional agreements. That
caused the damage in the amount of UAH 15.7 mln to the SE “USPA".

PUBLIC FUNDS EMBEZZLEMENT OF THE SE “LVIV ARMOR VEHICLE FACTORY”
DURING PURCHASE OF ENGINES FOR THE ARMED FORCES OF UKRAINE

Corruption scheme

In 2015, the SE “Lviv Armor Vehicle Factory” (hereinafter referred to as “LAVF")
should have supplied the Armored Command Center of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as the “"ACC”) with 40 new engines B-46-6 for
T-72 tanks. For that it has received from the ACC UAH 28.56 mln. According to
the documents, the SE “LAVF” purchased the engines from the LLC “Bullet
Line” and delivered to the ACC. In fact, as the investigation revealed, the
engines were delivered to the factory from a third party without any documents:
the contract with the LLC “Bullet Line” was executed to conceal the real place
of supply; the engines were not new, but previously in use and overhauled. In
addition, in 2008-2009 these engines were already sold to enterprises in the
domestic market as surplus assets of the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine.
According to the investigation, the damage in the amount of UAH 14.15 mln was
caused to the state budget as a result of such actions.

In 2011-2017 the suspects organized a scheme that resulted in withdrawal and
legalization of USD 8.245 mln out of USD 292.4 mln. These were funds allocated
by the Canadian Export Agency under the guarantee of Ukrainian government
to be used by the SE “Ukrcosmos” to develop and launch the first Ukrainian
geostationary telecommunication satellite. Because of such actions, the launch
of the first Ukrainian satellite “Lybid” was disrupted as one of the components
of the construction of the Ukrainian National Satellite Communications System.
Instead, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine must pay a loan granted to the
State Enterprise. Currently, the government expenditures already amount to
about UAH 6 bln.

CAUSING LOSSES T0 THE SE “KONOTOP
AIRCRAFT REPAIR PLANT “AVIAKON"

Corruption scheme

In 2014, the Director of the SE “Aviakon”, his Deputy and the Chief Commercial
Officer of the offshore company Westan Group Associates Ltd. organized two
purchases by passing the required standards and procedures. Under the terms of
the first purchase, Westan Group Associates Ltd. supplied the SE “Aviakon” 12
fuel tanks for Mi-24 helicopters for a total amount of USD 288 thous., which had
been purchased from a manufacturer located in Georgia at half price for USD 144
thous. Then the SE “Aviakon” concluded one more contract with Westan Group
Associates Ltd. for supply of 200 tanks that were also sold at a price twice as high
as the one at which they were purchased from the Georgian manufacturer. How-
ever, the manufacturer was able to supply no more than 85 tanks, which Westan
Group acquired for USD 1.02 mln and resold to Aviakon for USD 2.04 mln. The
investigation found that the contracts between the SE “Aviakon” and Westan
Group Associates Ltd. for the supply of all fuel tanks were signed without prior
analysis of the price market or receiving offers from other suppliers, and neither
a tender committee nor authorized employees participated in the process.

Corruption scheme

The Ministry of Environment and Natural Recourses of Ukraine was supposed to
finance a capital repair of lighting networks from the funds obtained under the
Kyoto Protocol to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change.
They were supposed to replace the incandescent lamps with the ones based on
LED-technologies at all social infrastructure objects across the country. Upon
prior conspiracy the officials of the SE “Ukrainian Environmental Investment”
(were responsible for the organization of the tender) selected little-known LLC
“Agrotekhbud” as a contractor. The abovementioned LLC had to make re-equip-
ment on the terms of 70% prepayment. The NABU Detectives revealed that the
suspects were not going to perform any work on the project and planned to trans-
fer the funds to the companies with signs of fictitious.

Civil Oversight Council Studies the NABU reports and adopts conclusions on those
at the NABU reports.

The first open platform in Ukraine to discuss how to fight corruption. This is a space where
important for Ukrainians topics can be freely discussed with opinion leaders, representatives
of non-governmental organizations and journalists. For example, how to fight corruption and
achieve success without bribes. The festival became a logical extension of the
one-and-a-half-year awareness raising campaign “Students against Corruption™.

The festivalis a kind of "democracy festival™ which first appeared in Scandinavia and now take
place annually in Estonia, Latvia, Finland, Denmark, Iceland, Sweden and Norway.

The anti-corruption opinion festival in Ukraine was organized in 2018, by the National Bureau
of Ukraine with the support of the Estonian Center of Eastern Partnership, the United Nations
Development Program in Ukraine and the EU Anticorruption Initiative in Ukraine (EUACI). In
2019, the National Bureau jointly with Bihus.info with the support of the EUACI organized the
festival for the second time.

In the Kyiv Taras Shevchenko Park participants of the festival had the opportunity to take part
in discussions at two locations, vote on interactive polls, talk with investigative journalists and
activists at the NGOs Alley, to express his or her opinion and to be heard, to meet interesting
people and to find associates to implement one’s own anti-corruption initiatives.

ON A CORRUPTION OFFENSE

Article 19

Statements and Reports of criminal offenses

1. For receiving statements and reports of criminal offenses, including anonymous, a
special telephone line shall be created in the National Bureau, and the possibility of
submitting such reports via the official web site of the National Bureau in the internet
and by electronic means shall be provided.

2. Anonymous statements and reports of criminal offenses shall be considered by the
National Bureau provided that the relevant information relates to a particular person
and contains the actual data and can be verified.

3. The National Bureau’s Head shall determine the procedure for registration, recording
and processing of applications and notifications about criminal proceedings falling
within the investigative jurisdiction of the National Bureau according to the law.

Who is
whistleblower?

Yes, provided that damages from
crime caused minimum for an amount
exceeding 500 living wages for
employable persons on the day of
crime committed [if the crime is
committed by a public servant, servant
of law enforcement bodies, military
unit, local-self-government, business
entity, which shares of the state or
municipal property exceeds 50%).

It depends on complexity of each
separate corruption offense. In
accordance with the Article 28 of the
Criminal Procedure Code during
criminal proceeding each procedural
action or procedural decision must be
performed and adopted in reasonable
terms. Reasonable terms are terms
which are necessary for performing
procedural actions and adopting
procedural decisions.

The whistleblower is a person who
reports possible corruption or related
offences provided for in the Law on the
Prevention of Corruption. It can be
done by the employee of the institution
in which the violation occurred, or any
other person. After the court verdict,
whistleblowers are entitled to reward if
the amount of the bribe or damage to
the state is at least 5,000 times the
actual amount of the subsistence level.
Reward can reach 10% of the amount.

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Is it obligatory to indicate
my hame, surname and
address, if | want to report
on corrupt offenses
committed by a high-level
official?

If | provide the National
Anti-Corruption Bureau of
Ukraine with my personal
contacts, will the NABU
disclose them to third
parties, which can endanger
my personal safety and the
safety of my family?

If | have important
information regarding a
corruption offense, can |
count on personal
protection and protection
of my family?

No, it is not obligatory. According to the
Article 19 of the Law of Ukraine “On
the National Anti-Corruption Bureau of
Ukraine”, anonymous statement and
information on criminal offenses are
considered by the NABU if this
information concerns a certain person,
and factual evidence can be checked.

No, your personal information will not

be disclosed. The statement on the
corruption offense and personal
information of the person, who has
provided such statement, will be
confidential. However, in case of initiating
a criminal proceeding under your
statement, the other party of the criminal
proceeding can access such information.
Your personal information can be made
available to NABU staffs, who may be
involved with the particular case.

Yes, of course. Measures related to your
protection are performed by the
Security Service, Ministry of Internal
Affairs of Ukraine or the National
Anti-Corruption Bureau, which have a
special structural subdivision to ensure
your protection.
